On Sabbath, April 18, 2026, Adventist Possibility Ministries Day, we recommend that the 

Adventist Possibility Ministries Department utilise the Ten (10) Minutes Slot, or any other 

fraction of the day's worship services. This should be done to remind and sensitise the church 

about Adventist Possibility Ministries under a combination of the seven areas or any one of the 

seven.

First: Living According to Prophecy,” for your Adventist Possibility Ministries Days. We 

look forward to hearing the reports and seeing the highlights from Sabbath, April 18, 2026, as 

we celebrate Adventist Possibility Ministries in any way or ways fitting and possible in 

worship.
